Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills/WOLF  
 

This weekend training (I.O.L.S.) is required for all Scoutmasters (In addition to the Youth Protection, 
This Is Scouting, and Leader Specific.  W.O.L.F. (Webelos Outdoor Leadership Fundamentals) is a sup-
plemental training that is strongly recommended for all Cub Scout/Webelos leaders that do any camping 
and will aid in the instruction of the Outdoorsman, and other outdoor skills.

Required for all Scoutmasters to be fully trained, and for Webelos Leaders to take their Dens camping.

Committee Training 
 

Training required for all committee members for packs, troops, and crews.

Before units can register (recharter) this winter for the 2012 Scouting year, all direct contact leaders (Cubmasters & Assistants  Den 
Leaders & assistants, Scoutmasters and assistants, Varsity Coaches and assistants, Crew Leaders and associates, Skippers, and mates 
must be trained for their position.  All other leaders (Chartered Organization Representative, committee members, Scout Parents & oth-
ers ) have until December 31, 2012 to get trained. In addition to online trainings, many opportunities are offered below.
